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Congregational Annual Meeting
Budget Adopted; By-Laws Amended; Knowlton Elected to Board

t the annual meeting May 17, the congregation voted to approve a budget of $66,570. This compares to

the $47,785 approved for the current year and reflects the added expenses that having our own building
requires. Whilethe jump is significant, President Ted Davis said, the good news is that the current pledge drive
has surpassed the amount needed from members. (See story and
budget chart on page 5.)

The congregation also approved by-law changes that will require
an election for officers and Board of Trustees members every two
yearsin even-numbered years. This eliminates the annual elections
and staggered terms. Following this action, an election for the
